City of Los Angeles
A councilman with the City of Los Angeles, Tom will be discussing 
public perspective on fire rehabilitation, responsibilities and 
liabilities for involved city, county and state agencies that are 
involved. He will also discuss funding issues.

Steve Caruana – Kleinfelder
Steve is an Environmental Permitting and Planning Leader for 
Kleinfelder. He was responsible for assisting in the post-fire 
recovery of Griffith Park in 2007. Steve will be discussing the 
severity of the fire (fire classification); evaluating post fire 
rehabilitation; water quality; erosion control vegetation; and  
ways to develop and implement rehabilitation. This will be 
followed by a discussion on the Griffith Park fire.

Jack Broadbent – Caltrans
Jack Broadbent is a Supervising Landscape Architect for Caltrans. 
His duties include statewide coordination of erosion control 
response after a major fire event that impacts California’s highways. 
He will present an overview of the emergency response actions 
taken by Caltrans to mitigate post-fire damages. Several case 
studies of Caltrans emergency response will illustrate post-fire 
erosion control activities including the 1989 Oakland Hills fire  
and the Southern California fires of 2003 and 2007.

Todd Ellsworth – Inyo National Forest
Todd is a Burned Area Emergency Response (BAER) Team 
member from Region 5 at the Inyo National Forest. He was 
responsible for the Angora fire stabilization that occurred in 2006. 
Todd will explain the BAER process, its players, outline their 
responsibilities, and discuss ways to evaluate and implement post-
fire rehabilitation, while showcasing key case studies.

Bruce Berlin – S&S Seeds
Bruce is a native seed specialist with S&S Seeds. He will be 
discussing soil conditions after fire, the natural recovery of 
existing vegetation, the benefits of seeding versus not seeding  
and the seed mixtures that work.
